EXHIBIT A

1.  Bonus Room.  Any plan which includes a bonus room, for which consideration was given by the Board in approving the total square footage of the plan, must be finished out at the time the house is originally constructed.

2.   Colors.  Siding, roof and brick colors previously submitted by you and approved by the Board are acceptable.  Any other colors not previously approved must be submitted for approval.

3.   Utilities.  All utilities (including without limitation, electric, gas, telephone, and cable TV) shall be brought to the house from the street by underground conduits. Overhead utility connections to houses are expressly prohibited.

4.   Set Back Lines.  Buildings must be placed on the lot so as to maintain the integrity of the five foot minimum setback between the dwelling (including the roof lines or overhangs) and the surrounding property line(s).  If the planned placement of the house on the lot will result in less than this five foot setback, you should inform the Board (in writing) and ask for specific consideration.

5.  Construction Operations.  Although we are confident your construction crews will operate professionally and in harmony with the existing community, we have had some unfortunate experiences with a previous builder and as a result the following conditions are added as a routine matter:

A.   Concrete.  Concrete subcontractors, suppliers and vendors must be informed that they may not empty or wash out their trucks in any area of Oak Highlands except on the lot on which the construction is being accomplished.

B.   Roadways.  Subcontractors must be informed that they are not to dump or store supplies “on the street,” and the street shall not be blocked by construction equipment except as is necessary and reasonable to load and unload equipment or building materials.  In addition, the overnight parking of construction trucks and equipment on the streets is strongly discouraged.  The streets also shall be kept reasonably clear of mud and excessive dirt in the area of any construction.

C.  Work Site.  Care must be taken to keep the work site reasonably clear of trash and debris and same must not be allowed to blow over onto adjacent lots or properties.  All materials, dirt, and supplies placed on any lot adjacent to the lot undergoing construction must be removed and the adjacent lot returned to a clean status before the conclusion of operations on the lot under construction.

      6.  Restrictive Covenants.  All construction must comply with all of

the restrictions set out in the Restrictive Covenants, including, without limitation, the provisions of Article VI, Section Two, which address building materials.
